Welcome speech

First General Assembly - March 1, 2019:

Dear Archbishop Gregory Venables, Members of
the Board of Governors and Heads of School, dear
teachers and parents, dear students:

Good morning to you all.

It makes me very happy to welcome you to a new
academic year at St Hilda’s College, a beginning we
mark with this General Assembly. We hold whole
school events like this every year.They are a formal
and visible way to share the start of a new school
year. But | wouldn’t like this to be just another of
the many assemblies we hold on a yearly basis. |
would like us all today to experience this reunion of
all three school sections, staff and families as what
it really should be: a celebration.

This assembly is a celebration for many reasons.
For a start, we celebrate coming together one more
time with classmates, teachers and friends after a
considerably long period of separation during the
summer, and having the chance to renew friend-
ships, catching up on one another’s news, resuming
group activities. We also celebrate the opportunity
to get educated and work in this sheltered, rich and
stimulating environment. A cursory glance around
us will make us see we are privileged to have this
chance. Above all, | would like us all to celebrate
today the gift of a new beginning.

Today we start school again. And this entails a dan-
ger: we may imagine it as the promise of sheer rep-
etition since a lot of what will happen in the course
of this academic year is already familiar to us. Much
of our school life is regulated by well-known rou-
tines. However, those routines are not an end in
themselves. They are meant to create the conditions
for us to grow in our understanding of ourselves
and of the world around us. They make it possi-

ble for us to negotiate the tensions which are part
and parcel of school life. The tension between our
own individual interests and the interests of those
around us, for example. Or the tension arising from
having to learn about all that has been produced by
our predecessors and the desire to pursue our own
interests and make our own original and creative
contribution to the world.

The start of a new school year is above all a new
beginning; it brings with it a new opportunity. It
gives us the chance to change, to improve, to attain
goals that may have seemed impossible before.

A new beginning allows us to leave behind habits
and practices that stopped us from learning, from
developing as human beings, from forging bonds
with others in the past. A new beginning gives us
the chance to try and make friends with those class-

Let us all make
it a rule to be kind in our interpersonal relation-
ships. Let us take steps, even if it is small steps, to-
wards growing in our kindness. If we do, no matter
how successful we may feel at the end of the year,
the start of this school year will have been a true
beginning and school life, not just this assembly, a
celebration.
I wish you all a very fruitful time at St Hilda’s Col-
lege this year.
